Details of the Boat Trip to the Lord Mayor’s Fireworks Display:

15.00hours: please be at The Salt Quay, 163 Rotherhithe Street. London SE16 5QU 

You will find us upstairs on the 1st Floor surrounded by backgammon boards. 

Please bring a warm jacket etc. (Boat is covered but also has an outdoor deck.) 

 

How to get to The Salt Quay:
Train:

Take the new overground train to Rotherhithe Station.

Exit the station and walk left along Salter Road.

Walk along Salter Road for 5 minutes.

On your left hand side, next to the River Thames, you will see The Salt Quay.

Drive:

There is parking at The Salt Quay for those of you who wish to drive.

But if you are driving from North London do NOT come via the City - come via the Rotherhithe Tunnel.

Cab: Our sponsor GLH is a cab office. They will already be sending sponsored cars to us. GLH cars can be made available to players and passengers too on a cash payment basis to get to or from Rotherhithe. To travel in an Eco car, an MPV or even a Merc contact Mike on 07985-941729 to have your cab booked with GLH.

 

The Boat Trip to the Lord Mayor’s Fireworks Display:
There will be a fleet of sponsored GLH cabs outside The Salt Quay from 3.15 - 3.30 p.m. 

to do runs to The Hilton Hotel Quay about 1 mile away.

Please pay for the Boat Trip before you are put into one of those cabs. 

£20 adults, £10 minors, we’ll need to know full names of all those going please.

 

Our boat (The Golden Star from Capital Pleasure Boats) will leave from The Hilton Quay on Rotherhithe Street PROMPT at 3.40 p.m.

(Otherwise we miss the tide and will not get through Blackfriars Bridge before the PLO close all river traffic for the Fireworks Display.)

There is a paying bar on the boat and there will be 1 pointer Knockout Backgammon Tournaments for those that wish them. 

No need to bring a backgammon board – those will be provided.

 

NEW: The Gilbart Quarter:
Given the number of Vicky’s friends now coming along I think there could well be a Gilbart Quarter! 

We hasten to add that Bg in London cannot be held to account for the volume of joy and laughter expected to be coming from that Quarter. 

If those others playing backgammon find this too much, well then they are just being far too serious about their backgammon and should learn from and mimic The Gilbart Quarter who are well known for their ability to party.

 

Now, where was I? Oh yes...

 

The boat will travel underneath Tower Bridge, past The Tower of London, St Paul's Cathedral, Shakespeare's Globe Theatre, the Tate Modern Museum, underneath the Millennium Bridge up to The Houses of Parliament, Big Ben and the London Eye.

At 4.45 pm the boat will dock at Temple Pier (Capital Pleasure Boats Home Pier) which is the perfect spot from where to see the fireworks.

Please note that nobody is allowed to get on or off the boat otherwise we'll have all those on the Embankment wanting to board!

 

The Fireworks Display itself will happen at 5.20 p.m. and last for about 20 minutes. 

 

When the PLO allows river traffic to re-commence (usually about 5 minutes after the Fireworks Display completes) we will cruise back to The Hilton Pier. The On Board Bar will remain open and the On Board Backgammon Tournaments will complete. 

 

The Winners of the On Board Tournaments will receive a bottle of bubbly from the Captain of the boat, Champ 'o' Champ points, an On Board backgammon board and a medal.

 

The boat will return to the Hilton Pier for 5.45 pm. Those players still involved in the Singles Knockout Tournament will be cabbed back to The Salt Quay to complete their matches before their dinners. All other Boat passengers have the option of jumping on the public bus (runs every 12 minutes) back to the Salt Quay or walking back (just over a mile) with the possibility of stopping in a couple of pubs en route to aide their legs! 

 

Non backgammon players are most welcome to join us for the evening in The Salt Quay. Catch-up play and dinner 6.00 p.m. – 7.30 p.m. then more Tournaments (Doubles, Tric Trac Tournos and Jackpots) from 7.30 pm. onwards. Bar open until late.
